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The “F” Word, American History, and the MAGA Moment; or, How I Relaxed 

and Learned to Love the F-Bomb

 Fascism: an ultra-nationalist form of authoritarian politics that seeks the regeneration of “the volk” (“We the 
People”) by attacking the groups and ideas that have “corrupted” the culture, “betrayed” the nation, and 
“poisoned the blood of the people.” Fascists rely on DEHUMANIZING their enemies, historical falsification, 
political violence, and cults of personality to mobilize mass movements in the name of restoring NATIONAL 
greatness and expanding IMPERIAL dominion. 

 Conspiratorial thinking dominates the fascist world view. 

 Fascists believe that “enemies of the people” have conspired  to replace “the volk” (the people) and 
destroy the great civilization, born in innocence, that they -and their ancestors- had built by virtue of their 
moral and racial superiority.

 Fascists seek regeneration of “the volk” through dehumanizing and then eliminating the “enemies of the 
people.” 

 Fascism can be a politics of culture, a political movement, and/or a political party that often galvanizes around 
a charismatic leader.

 *Widespread reluctance to dropping “F-bombs” on Trump and the MAGA movement.  But America has a
   long history of white Christian nationalism (WCN) that has now consolidated into full-blown fascism.

 *Since the 1920s, WCN has produced two large-scale, nationwide political movements –the Ku Klux Klan 
  {ca. 1915-1930} and the MAGA movement (2015-present). Only the MAGA movement has produced (or
   captured) a political party and rallied around a “charismatic” leader, Donald Trum

The Great Replacement (or white genocide) conspiratorial world view formed in 

the colonial period, providing an ideological touchstone of white Christian supremacy and 

later, after the Revolution and the establishment of the United States, white Christian 

nationalism. 

 The Great Replacement worldview breeds paranoia and fosters 
hypervigilance against the enemies of white Christian civilization

 The violent imperatives of settler colonialism manufactured these enemies. 

To establish dominion for Christian civilization and avoid their own 

impoverishment, subjection and annihilation, whites subjected Native 
Americans to genocide and African Americans to enslavement. 

 Whites saw black and Indian resistance to settler colonialism as a plot, or a 
conspiracy against Christians and Christian civilization. 



“We the People does not mean them (black people).” - Georgia Senator’s response to an abolitionist petition 

to Congress (1790):

By the mid-19th Century, a new “enemy of the people” –a triple threat in its own right, had joined Indians and 

African Americans as a lethal enemy of “we the people” -Irish (racialized savage) Catholic (enemies of Christianity 

(Protestantism and democracy) immigrants (foreign born).

    supremacy and thus Christian civilization

 *The Klan, and successor groups like the Knights of the White Camelia, the White 

   Shirts, the Red Shirts, and hundreds of local “rifle clubs” commit mass atrocities and 

    pogroms at Memphis (1866), New Orleans (1866, 1868), Red River, LA (1870),     

   Colfax, LA (1872), Vicksburg, MS (1874), Clinton, MS (1875), Hamburg, SC (1875)

The Klan 2.0 had chapters in all 48 states and counted 6 million members by 1923, with 200K 

splitting off to establish the WKKK. The second Klan was a thoroughly modern organization, 

run like a corporation with an executive office, marketing department and a sales force paid on 

commission. The Klan was born of modern mass media (pulp fiction, cinema), published a 

national newspaper, owned and operated its own radio station (with the 5 th largest range in the 

nation), used cars and trains for mass mobilization across large distances, managed baseball 

leagues, held fairs and festivals, and donated to churches and charities. The Klan succeeded 

because it mastered modern methods to mobilize white Christian nationalists so that, according 

to precedent, they could flourish through more primitive and barbaric means.

an independent women’s KKK. Both male and female Klans endorsed an “America First” /

Mexicans, Chinese, Japanese, Jews, Catholics, Italians, Greeks, Russians, all Slavs, labor 

unions, socialists, Boslheviks, anarchists, intellectuals, jazz, Hollywood, and American city life

Stop the Steal Rally, January 6, 2025
set off the Capitol Insurrection that same day. Trump’s speech laid out a detailed plot by state 
election officials in black majority cities and states with large Latina populations.
